What could those changes look like? In one example, Jordan
Hospital nutritionists, local farmers, housing authorities, and
Greater Attleboro Taunton Regional Transit Authority (GATRA)
administrators discussed altering bus routes to improve access
to farmers markets by lower income residents—bringing better
nutrition and better health to the underserved.

Other initiatives include expanding sidewalks and a system

of trails, open space, and recreational areas around Plymouth.
Local businesses are joining in as well, with efforts to recognize
markets and restaurants that encourage healthy choices.

“Jordan Hospital is taking serious steps to focus on health as
well as treating illness,” says Holleran. “I'm honored to play a role
in an initiative that will broadly improve the community's health
and help make a difference in people’s lives.”

Jordan Hospital partnered with Plymouth Public Schools as the main
sponsor of “DreamRide,” in which School Superintendent Dr. Gary
Maestas and Jordan Hospital President and CEO Peter Holden biked
600 miles, from Washington, D.C., to Plymouth, MA, to raise funds for
education and raise awareness of health and wellness issues for

local children.

Maestas shares, “l want to inspire kids and adults to do something
they feel uncomfortable with, that you can achieve the goals you set.
You just have to start.”

That's what Holden did, by training two to three hours a day and going
beyond his usual comfort zone, in an effort to move others.

The ride finished at Jordan Hospital, where a health fair was provided
for the community. Guests included Massachusetts Senate President
Therese Murray and many local officials, who helped raise public
awareness of the event and of larger health issues.

Along the route, the bikers stopped at local schools and YMCAs

to share inspiration and education. Maestas recorded daily video
reports and blogs about his progress. Information from the trip was
used in local classrooms to educate and inspire school-aged children.
